The Brother of Amburish MaharajPRIVATE 

as told by His Holiness Indradhumna Swami, Alachua, FL 5/2001

Scene One
(The throne room of Amburish Maharaj is on one side of stage and the door to his brother's house is on the other side.)

Narrator: Amburish Maharaj was a great devotee of Lord Vishnu who always engaged in the nine processes of devotional service. His brother, however, was a non-devotee. One day, Amburish Maharaj thought that he should try to make his brother a devotee of Lord Vishnu or engage him in devotional service or at least influence him to give up sinful life and practice the ways of the Mode of Goodness. So, Amburish Maharaj paid his brother a visit.

Brother: What do you want?

Amburish: I simply wish to explain to you why you should give up your sinful ways and 

become a devotee of Lord Visnu.

Brother: Go away!

Narrator: Amburish Maharaj tried three times, but his brother did not make any progress in 

spiritual life. One day, Narada Muni came to visit Amburish Maharaj.

Narada Muni: Hare Krsna Hare Krsna Krsna Krsna Hare Hare

Hare Rama Hare Rama Rama Rama Hare Hare

Amburish: Narada Muni! Oh, please accept my obeisances. Tell me, how may I serve you?

Please sit down, my wife will prepare some refreshments. I would be honored to hear Vedic 

teachings from you. How long can you stay?

Narada Muni: Thank you, I do not require anything. Because of the curse of a Progenitor, when

I influenced his 11,000 sons to remain unmarried, I can only stay a few moments in one place. 

Thus, I always travel and preach the glories of Lord Krsna. But, I sense that something is 

troubling you. Is everything all right in your kingdom?

Amburish Maharaj: O Narada Muni, the kingdom is prosperous and everyone is joyfully engaged in Krsna Consciousness except for my brother, who is a determined atheist and sinner! I feel obliged to lead him to at least a higher plane of consciousness. I have tried and tried.I would be very grateful if you had a word with him.

Narada Muni: Don't worry, I will pay him a visit, soon.

Scene Two - At the Brother's House
Narada Muni: Hare Krsna Hare Krsna Krsna Krsna Hare Hare

Hare Rama Hare Rama Rama Rama Hare Hare
(Narada Muni knocks on door.)

Brother: Narada Muni! What do you want?

Narada Muni: I have come, on the request of your good brother, to enlighten you on proper 

living to achieve the goal of life - liberation and eternal, loving service to the Supreme Lord.

Brother: Arrrghh! Get out of here!

(Brother chases Narada Muni with a club but is unable to catch Narada Muni. He is soon exhausted.)

Narada Muni: Please grant me one favor.

Brother: (puff puff) Okay.

Narada Muni: At the time of your death, when you are taken before Yama, the Judge of all 

souls, ask of him this one question, "What is the value of a moment's association with a pure 

devotee?"

Brother: Whatever. Now, go before I gain my strength back again.

Narada Muni: Hare Krsna Hare Krsna Krsna Krsna Hare Hare

(Narada Muni Leaves. Brother goes home.)

Scene Three

(The Yamaduttas pull the brother of Amburish Maharaj from his home. He struggles. He is horrified and afraid. They bring him before Yamaraj.)

Yamaraja: Hmmm.You have performed a great many sinful acts and no pious acts. You will

 have to suffer greatly for many lifetimes to atone for these acts. Do you have anything to say

 for yourself?

Brother: Uh …uh … yes, wait! What was it Narada Muni said I should ask? Oh, yes! Uh … What is the value of a moment's association with a pure devotee?

Yamaraja: (thinking) Hmmm? Hmmmmm? What is the value of a moment's association with a pure devotee? How can one put a value on such a transcendental experience? Well, I don't know. I'll tell you what - I'd like to know the answer to that one myself. You should ask Lord Brahma that question, perhaps he'll know. He's the Chief of the demigods, he is Adideva, the first born. I'll give you 30 minutes, hurry back and tell me the answer.

(Brother hurries off and comes before Lord Brahma.) 

Brother: O Lord Brahma, answer one question, please ... What is the value of a moment's 

association with a pure devotee?

Lord Brahma: What is the value of a moment's association with a pure devotee!? 

(Lord Brahma's heads spin.) I don't know. You should ask Lord Siva. He is known as the best of 

the devotees and he is the guardian of the gate to the Spiritual World. You still have 18 

minutes.

(Brother hurries off.)

Brother: O Lord Siva ... What is the value of a moment's 
association with a pure devotee?

Lord Siva: What is the value of a moment's association with a pure devotee!? That's a good 

question. I've never thought about it before. You should just ask that question to Lord Vishnu

 Himself. You still have 8 minutes.

(Brother hurries off and comes before Lord Vishnu.)

Brother: O Lord Vishnu, What is the value of a moment's association with a pure devotee?

Lord Visnu: What is the value of a moment's association with a pure devotee? That is easy to 

understand. Look around you; where are you? By a moment's association with Amburish 

Maharaj, Narada Muni, Yamaraj, Lord Brahma and Lord Siva, you have become purified and 

you have reached the Spiritual World. Here there is no matter; everything is eternal, full of 

knowledge and bliss. The Bhagavat Gita states, "In that Abode of Mine, there is no need of sun, 

moon or electricity and one who goes there never returns to this world of birth and death."
