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in the Vedas, Indra is Invoked more often than any other 
deity. Nearly one-fourth of the hymns in the Rigveda are 
addressed to him.
The earliest reference to the battle between Indra and 
Vritra is found in the Rigveda in w hich Vritra is described 
as the demon of drought. Indra killed the demon and 
liberated w ater, earning the title V R ITR A H A N  -  the slayer 
of Vritra. In the Rigveda, Indra w a s  praised as a com -  

- passionate friend, a brother, a father and mother in one. 
W ith  the rise of Vaishnavism ( 4th century B. C. ), 
however, Indra lost his place of importance to Vishnu. In 
the Puranic versions, Indra invariably runs to Vishnu, 
w henever he is in trouble. He is beaten again and again 
by the Asuras and he is able to emerge victorious only 
w hen Vishnu bestow s on him his guidance and favour. 
Our account of Indra's encounter w ith  his arch enemy, 
Vritra, is based on the Bhagaw at Purana, w hich differs a 
great deal from  versions of the same episode in the 
Vedas and the Mahabharata.
