(Children come out dressed to portray some of Prabhupada's different achievements and speak about them briefly.)

Narrator:  His Divine Grace A.C. Bhaktivedanta Swami Srila Prabhupada appeared in this world in 1896 in Calcutta, India. He was with us only 82 years. His accomplishments were many in that short span of time. His influence changed the lives of millions of people. We at the Hare Krsna Sunday School would like to offer a tribute to Srila Prabhupada and show you the many ways he has graced the world. 

Books
(One child comes out dressed like a book. It can be a sandwich board with "Transcendental Books" written on it.)

Book: Srila Prabhupada translated many of the Vedic scriptures into English. Even though he had many other duties, he never stopped writing books. He said that books lasted a long time, so people were more likely to hear about Krsna through books. Here are some of the books he translated -

(Children come out wearing sandwich boards, the front cover showing the book they represent.)

Srimad Bhagavatam: I am the king of the Vedas, the wonderful history of the Vaisnavas. Srila Prabhupada translated ten of my cantos, which was about forty volumes.

The Nectar of Devotion: Srila Prabhupada translated me because I give many of the rules and regulations for bhakti yoga. I'm a good book to read if you want to know how to serve Krsna.

Sri Caitanya Caritamrta: Srila Prabhupada translated me from Bengali because I tell about the life of Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu. Lord Caitanya is Krsna Himself and you can learn about Him by reading me. I'm a long book - seventeen volumes!

Bhagavad Gita: I'm a very well-known book. Srila Prabhupada translated me because he wanted there to be a Bhagavad Gita that was just as Krsna spoke it, not one with other ideas added, that's why I'm called the Bhagavad Gita As It Is.

Temples
(Child is dressed like a temple)

Temple: When Srila Prabhupada was just a baby, an astrologer predicted that he would open one hunded and eight temples. This prediction became true. From he time he was sixty-five 65 until he was eighty-two years of age, Srila Prabhupada opened over one hundred and eight temples!

Farm Communities
(A child dressed like a farmer comes out leading a child dressed like a cow.)

Farmer: Srila Prabhupada wanted his disciples his disciples to demonstrate the importance of cow-protection and self-sufficient living. The Vedic civilization gives protection to all living beings, especially the cows. He began farm communities that used oxen for plowing the fields and whose cows provided enough milk for the community. Krsna conscious farming means simple living and high thinking!

Cow:   Along with teaching the world about vegetarianism, Srila Prabhupada stressed that cows must be respected. If we are taken care of lovingly, we will give huge quantities of milk. Then, delicious foodstuffs can be made, like yogurt, ghee, buter, kheer, burfi and sandesh. There is no need to kill animals to eat nicely.

Schools
(Child is dressed like a brahmachari student with a book or slate.)

Student:   What good is an education if it cannot deliver the
student from repeated birth and death? Srila Prabhupada knew how important it was for young children to learn about Krsna from an early age, so he began gurukulas that stressed spiritual education along with subjects like reading, writing and mathematics.

Installing and Initiating Deity Worship
(Children are dressed like Radha and Krsna and stand in a deity pose.)

Krsna: Along with opening the different temples, Srila Prabhupada introduced Deity Worship. He knew that for us to purify ourselves, we need to serve the Deity form of the Lord. In this way, we can use our bodies and senses fully in the service of Krsna. Srila Prabhupada installed Deities of Radha and Krsna or Lord Caitanya and Lord Nityananda installed in most temples.

Initiating Disciples
(Children are dressed to represent different countries.)

Disciple:  Srila Prabhupada traveled all over the world. He circled the globe fourteen times in seventeen years. He initiated about ten thousand disciples. Many people would never have heard about Krsna if it hadn't been for Srila Prabhupada. He taught Krsna consciousness in:

(each dressed up child will say his country's name)
