
Star Trek 2- EASY JOURNEY TO OTHER ZONESPRIVATE

Editor's Note: This play was written by New Vrndavan devotees back in the troubled early '80's. It's too good to forget, so I modernized it a little. This would be alright to perform for a “devotees only” program.

Cast: Captain Kirk, Scotty, Mr. Spock, McCoy (Bones), Chekov, Lt. Chura, Devotee and Swami Krsnapada. (Lights out. Music.)

Kirk's Voice: Space, the final frontier. Our mission, on the starship Seva, is to explore strange new zones, to seek out maya and destroy it- to boldly preach where no devotee has ever gone before.

(Music continues, decrease volume. Character's assemble in their places.)

Kirk's Voice: Captain's log- stardate 2082, 500 Caitanya Era - Subtle forms of maya lurking throughout the universe have boldly attacked the weak minds of the faithless on planet Earth. We have received numerous distress signals on our emergency frequency informing us that the established order of Disciplic Succession is in serious danger of extinction. The dark force of impersonalism has created mass confusion, devastating blasphemies, and falldowns. The GBC, the Galactic Body Commission have tried to introduce drastic reform policies, but to no avail. Little do they know that they too have become victims of the deadly impersonal force.

(Let the music end itself. Lights up.

Captain Kirk slams fist on his arm rest)

Kirk: How can this be happening? The very foundation of the sacred order is being cracked from within! What happened to the triangular force field of guru, sadhu and sastra? They're changing the sastra, minimizing the living acarya...they are deviating from Srila Prabhupada's instructions! We must save  the Disciplic Succession!  (pause) Spock, what does Krsna have to say about all this?

Spock: Krsna's instruction is very clear in this connection. In Srimad Bhagavatam 11.17.27, Lord Krsna says to Uddhava - 

" Acarya mam vigjnaniyad nava manyeta karicit

  Na marya bhudhi asuyeta sarva deva mayo guru.

One should know the acarya as My very Self and never disrespect him in any way. One should not envy him, thinking him an ordinary man, for he is the representative of all the demigods of all the planetary systems."

Bones: Jim, we don't have time to sit around and philosophize! We're here to help the devotees battling this disease. And, to be quite frank, this maya is powerful enough to poison the fourteen worlds!

Chekov: Captain, I'm picking up another distress signal from Earth. (pause) The dark forces have seized another Vyasassan out of a temple. 
Kirk: RED ALERT! (Emergency sounds - sirens, bells) Battlestations!

(Kirk flips open communicator) Scotty, report to the controlroom, immediately! (Everyone turns switches, wheels, presses buttons for a while, very seriously. Mr. Spock, how long will it take us to reach the planet Earth?

Spock: According to my tricorder readings, it depends on the energy level of the dilithium crystals. (Scotty enters)
Scotty: Captain, what's all the commotion about?

Kirk: How much spiritual energy do we have stored in the dilithium crystals?

Scotty: Well now, Captain, from our last emergency trip to the heavenly planets, she's gotten a wee bit low. I'm afraid to say we'll be taking our chances to run her above warp factor eight. And, even at that speed, we'll be shaking like a leaf on a tree.

Kirk: Mr. Chekov- set her for warp factor nine.

Chekov: Yes, Captain Kirk! (loud take off sounds)

Kirk: Full speed ahead!

Chekov: Warp factor two (crew press back in their seats) Warp four (crew start to shake in their seats)

Kirk:  Chant, everyone chant Hare Krsna!

Chekov: Warp factor eight,sir! (crew hangs on and shakes very intensely)

Kirk: Steady as she goes, Mr. Chekov.(crew stops shaking)

Chekov: We're in the Earth's atmosphere now, Captain.

Lt. Chura: Captain, the distress signals seem to be coming from a point around thirty-two degrees longitude - sixty-eight degrees latitude, which puts it directly in the Los Angeles metropolitan area.

Kirk: Chekov, situate us on hover over the temple at 20,000 feet.

Scotty: The jumping overlords are attacking the devotees with minimization rays, shrinking the gurus' pictures!

Spock: Confirmed. Captain, at the moment they are approximately two inches by three inches and at the present rate of minimization they will be completely invisible to the human eye within a few days.

Lt. Chura: Captain, we're being bombarded by impersonal effulgence missiles! (explosions, lights go on and off, crew rocks back and forth) Our force field won't... (more explosions)  

Kirk: Damage report. (continue explosions)

Lt. Chura: Our force fields are up. No damage to the starship sustained; we have passed the area of engagement.

Kirk: Mission report, Spock?

Spock: Reports are coming in from all levels. All the Vyasassans on level three have been destroyed. Thirty -two devotees have blooped and sixty-eight devotees have gone completely crazy within the ashram. Offenses are innumerable.

Kirk: Bones, beam up the casualties.

Lt. Chura: Captain, we have an urgent distress call from a devotee in the LA temple.

Kirk: See if you can get him on the screen.(radio static sounds)
Devotee: (appears behind a frame) Hari bol, prabhus... I...I can't take it, anymore! I feel like I have no shelter! I need someone to hold onto! After they took out the Vyasassan, they made us stop having gurupuja for our own guru and now the morning program is so dry! I can't chant my guru's name out loud anymore! Is this the end... of the Disciplic Succession? (static noise gets louder) Krsna save me! (loud static - devotee leaves)

Chekov: Captain, the distress signal is weakening! (Bones enters)
Bones: Captain, I can't save hardly a one of them, they're too far gone!

Kirk: Spock, are we too late? Is there no hope for the future? Isn't there something we can do?

Spock: I can see only one alternative, Captain. We have to beam down Srila Bhaktitirtha Krsnapada!

Bones: Spock! What are you saying? Krsnapada's too heavy! He'll fry the whole G. B. C.!

Kirk: Bones Bones Bones! Guru means heavy! The more serious the disease - the stronger the medicine has to be. Backed by the full weight of the previous acaryas, Krsnapada will smash the forces of impersonalism and re-establish the devotees' faith in Disciplic Succession.(flips open communicator) Ask His Holiness to come to the control room. (all rise and line up side by side... Krsnapada enters, all offer obeisances)

Kirk: Swami Krsnapada, we have another preaching engagement for you.

Krsnapada: Jai!

Kirk: We need you to destroy the dark force of impersonalism and re-establish the faith of the devotees in the miracle of Disciplic Succession.

Krsnapada: I can only repeat what I have heard from Srila Prabhupada, my Spiritual Master. He saved me, so I must try to save others. (everyone cheers)

Kirk: (opens communicator) Scotty, prepare the transporter to beam down Swami Krsnapada. (everyone exits except Kirk, Bones, and Spock)

Kirk: You know prabhus, I'm really amazed how after Srila Prabhupada's departure, so much corruption and deviation manifests itself within the society of devotees, again and again.

Spock: Actually, Captain, it's not that amazing. Humans are a speculative race and are subject to four kinds of cheating propensities which they'll defend with their life as the new found truth. I deduce that the problem is that humans, being overwhelmed by sentiments such as false prestige, cannot apply logic and reason to the Teachings of Lord Chaitanya Mahaprabhu, which are the guiding principles for the practical shaping of...

Bones: Shut up Spock!! I'm sick and tired of your "logic and reason" theory! I've had to listen to it for four light years now and I'm going to tell you your problem! Vulcans are mental speculators! Your Vulcan body is devoid of love and compassion; that's your problem!
Spock: Love? I seem to recall reading that you humans equate certain sentimental perceptions of a situation as "love" whereas all revealed scriptures tell us that love is a relationship between Krsna and his parts and parcels. I can quote seven hundred and seventy-eight verses to that effect beginning with...

Kirk: (interrupting)Prabhus, prabhus! Come on, it's been a trying day, let's settle our differences over a big plate of maha prasadam - halavah, sweet rice, rasagullas - how does that sound?

Spock and Bones: (loudly) Jai! 

Spock: I don't recall any differences, Captain. 

Bones: No, no. I could never disagree with such a learned and surendered soul! After you, Spock Prabhu.

Spock: "Age before beauty," I believe you humans are fond of saying... (laughter, all exit)
