But a misunderstanding separated them
and they became sworn enemies. Banished from Kishkindha, Sugreeva went to the Rishyamuka mountains
and lived in hiding there. One day, Rama came there in search of Sita, his wife, who had been carried away
by Ravana. The events that followed are interestingly retold in our book.
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
