1st Frog:  That's bad!

2nd Frog:  And my oldest son - he's so confused that he doesn't even croak anymore! He's just stumblin' 'round mumbling

Snake: Ah! I hear the croaking of some frogs! If they just keep croaking, I will soon locate my 
dinner!

2nd Frog:  I read in the Bull Rush News that the beavers were going to dam up the north bend. If the swamp water gets too deep it will bring all sorts of undesirable characters to the 'hood - frog-eating fish, dragonflies, insane motor boat drivers …
1st Frog:  I think we should organize a protest!

2nd Frog:  Yeah, if we croak loud enough we can make something happen!

1st Frog:  We'll look into that tomorrow, maybe. How about those Georgia Bullfrogs? 

2nd Frog:  They're the team that's going all the way to the Superbog! You mark my words, frog!

(Snake is directly behind them.)

1st Frog:  Yeah, I agree with you one hundred percent on that!


(Ribbet, riibett.)

2nd Frog: (Ribbet, Ribet) Ah, life is good!
