Madhai:    Hey, you know how much wine we can buy with these? 

(He counts the money and examines stolen goods.) 

Madhai:  Hey, come over here, Jagai, come over here! 

Jagai:  What do you want? 

Madhai:    Sit down, sit down, sit down. You and me are goin' to have a little talk! 

Jagai:     Philosophy? 

Madhai:    No, gold! Where are we goin' to sell these things? 

Jagai:     (hallucinating)  Ooooohhh, it moved! It moved!! It

Madhai:   By itself? 

Jagai:     On it's own. 

Madhai:    Ha! 

Jagai:     (to onlookers) What are you looking at?  What do you people want? 

(Jagai charges at onlookers and disperses them.) 

Madhai:    There's some ghosts in the room, Jagai! 

Haridasa:   Nityananda Prabhu, just see, why is that crowd forming over there? Let's go see. (They look) Oh, Nityananda Prabhu! This is Jagai and Madhai, they were born in a very elevated Brahmana family! 

Madhai:    Brahman-swamin! 

Jagai:     I've got my thread, here ? OMMMMM,


OMMMMMMM! 

Madhai:    Only! Only two pisca! (They try to sell stolen goods.) 

Jagai:     Only two pisca! Ha ha! 

Nityananda: My dear sirs, please, I beg of you, just look at yourselves, you've become so degraded. You're just allowing the Modes of Nature to push you around! 

Madhai: (threatening) You ? you ... you want some Modes!?

(Jagai and Madhai chase Haridasa Thakur and Nityananda Prabhu.) 

Nityananda: Haridasa! Come! Come on, Haridasa! 

Madhai:     When I get my hands on Them ...

Haridasa:  I can't run anymore! I'm getting too old for this kind of thing! 

Nityananda: Hide in here, they'll never find us here. 

Madhai:     Where are they? 

Jagai:     (tired, panting) You know what Mad? Madhai! Madhai! I'm getting tired of looking for those spooks! I just want to get another (slurp) you know? And one of those, you know? And maybe one of ... you know what I mean? 

Madhai:    Yeah, maybe you're right! 

Jagai:     Forget this stuff, let?s go! 

Madhai:    (He knocks over an old person.) Excuse me! 

Jagai:     Excuse me! 

Haridasa:  They're gone, Nityananda Prabhu. It's getting awfully late. We have to report back to Sri caitanya. 

Nityananda: We can tell Him of our experiences. If we can come back tomorrow to Jagai and Madhai and do some good, Lord Caitanya's greatness will be known all over! Come on! 

SCENE TWO - The Streets of Navadvip

Jagai:     And remember the other one: "Bol." (They laugh.)

Madhai:    You're not going to get angry?
