Jiva:      OK! OK! Calm down, guys! Good Grief! How can a person even THINK with all of you pulling at him every-which-way?!?

Nose:   Let's go to the park, Jiva! I want to smell the flowers!

Eyes:   No, we have to go the mall! I want to see what's on sale! Surely, we can find something that we need!

Ears:      NO! Go to the music shop - I need to hear some new tunes!!

Tongue:    Let's get some food! I want to taste some greasy fries and a chocolate milkshake! 

Touch:     Just go the gym, have a massage, sit in the whirlpool, get a suntan!

Jiva:    All right! We'll go to the mall! We'll go to the park! We'll eat and listen to music and smell 

Flowers and drop by the gym. Whatever you guys want - that's what I have to do because when 

you're happy, I'm happy!

Senses:  (Sing)  And we'll have fun fun fun 'til the  Yamadhutas come and take the Jiva awaaaayy!!!

(The Senses links arms and all go walking away.)

Can't you just taste that

 cheese? I want extra peppers! Jiva, I'm starving!

Jiva:   But all that heavy cheese and spices and toppings give me a stomach ache!

Tongue:   SO? I don't care as long as it tastes good!

2nd Vendor: Chicken! We do chicken right! Crunchy, hot and full of karma! Stop here at Kentucky Fried Karma and enjoy!

Nose:     Jiva, get a whiff of that! 

(Grabs some and waves it under Jiva's nose) Can you resist this, Jiva???

Announcer: Step this way, there's still seats left for "The Fly Part Four!" Come and see the year's scariest movie! Watch a man become a fly! See it with your own eyes!

Eyes:      Let's go see that, Jiva! I want to see it! I want to see it!

(Eyes pull Jiva towards the movie.)

Guy with Radio: (sings) Bop doeee shoe bop do be bop

Ears:      Wow, Listen, Jiva! Wait, don't go in there just yet! Hear that? Do you remember that song, Jiva? 

3rd:       Hi, sir! Have you tried the California Hot Tub Experience? Your sense of touch will thank you!

Touch:     Jiva, let's get one! I'll be so grateful, Jiva. Really! I'll never ask you for anything else! 

Please! Please!

(Touch holds Jiva back so that he can't go with Eyes.)

Eyes: (pulling on Jiva) The movie, Jiva! It's starting. Hurry!

Tongue:    Jiva, don't ignore me!

Ears:      Jiva, let's get some new music! I can't get that sound out of my head! How did it go? 

   (sings) Bop do wa diddy diddy bebop diddee diddee 

important!

Tongue:     I'm starving!

Jiva:   ENOUGH!! I CAN'T TAKE IT ANYMORE!! IT'S ALWAYS THE SAME WITH YOU 

GUYS!! DEMAND DEMAND DEMAND!! YOU'RE NEVER SATISFIED!!

Devotee:   Excuse me, sir, are you okay? You seem a little upset. Can I help you?

I've tried to give them whatever they want, God knows, but they're just never satisfied!
