Context/Setting: Nrsimhadeva
Achievement objectives

(What we want the children to know: )
· Writing
Students should write on a variety of topics, shaping ideas in a number of genres, such as letters, poem, & narrative, & making choices in language & form;
· Exploring Language
Students should explore choices made by writers, & identify & use the common conventions of writing & organization of text which affect understanding; 
· Speaking: Using Texts
Students should tell stories, recite, or read aloud, informally & for an audience

· Listening to texts
Students should listen & respond to texts, recall the main ideas, & relate them to personal experience; 
Process/Essential Skills

(How we want them to go about it.)
· identify elements of narrative – 
I.  Setting (Characters, Place, Time), 

II. Plot (Problem/Need, Actions-think, say, do))

III. Climax (Solution, Moral)
· Use Narrative Organiser (based on elements above) to summarise reading and plan writing.
· Follow writing process of Plan, Draft, Edit, Publish

· Use sensory images as a reading strategy (see, hear, feel, smell, taste). Identify sensory images in texts and using it in writing.
· Language features: use adjectives, adverbs (-ly words) and adverbial clauses (www.asia)
· Surface features: Capital letters, speech marks
	











Learning experiences /resources/sequence
· Daily practice rewriting sentences using www.asia, capitals, direct speech , replacing banned words.

· During group reading identify narrative elements and imagery.

· Do comprehension activities based on Nrsimhadeva texts

· Using say it as warm up write the Nrsimha story from the perspective of one character.

· Introduce and model the use of Narrative Organiser (Elements of Narrative) for reading comprehension and writing
· Model stages of writing using Narrative organizer to rewrite Nrsimhadeva story. Get input from children for word/sentence ideas
· Children use Narrative organiser as notes for storytelling (oral language)

· Offer feedback to individuals.

· All formally conference with teacher and take notes on progress

· Develop a list of words from our writing for class spelling words

· Write a section of one person’s work on the board or OHP and begin the reworking stage, editing for the 4 S’ - Sense, structure, spelling and sentences.
